This is the class where the students can relax and create (no homework or tests). This is an academic course including math, grammar, reading, science and history yet it’s mostly retained by creating a work of art. It’s fun to have 5th graders who have chosen to take Visual Art as an elective. The students will focus much time and effort into improving their skills as realistic drawers. They have been inspired by the artists M.C. Escher and soon, Paul Cezanne. They will be traveling the globe getting inspiration from artists from the East to the West. Then the young artists will create a clay mask attempting to copy the style of a mask from a specific culture worldwide. From Egyptian inspiration, they will create an Egyptian Pharaoh/Queen Self Portrait. Back in the USA, they’ll get inspiration for block prints from Pop Artist, Andy Warhol. They will produce an acrylic Pop Art painting on a real canvas, inspired by Roy Lichtenstein! The year will finish with an Old West scene with the possibility of cowboys, Indians, and horses all in action!
